Dear CCl Congregant,

Our Sisterhood and Brotherhood completed the Chavurah surveys, giving us an
understanding of our congregant’s interest and focus. The purpose was to develop activities
that would be of value to you and your family. We have 73 completed surveys which is
greater than half our congregants. Chavurah comes from the Hebrew word “chaver”
meaning friend or fellowship.

Each Chavurah defines its own focus and plans its own activities, but many groups have
social and educational get-togethers and outings (such as dinners, picnics, sporting events,
movie, or theater performances), holiday and Shabbat celebrations and social action
initiatives. We as a steering committee have defined our Chavurahs to include — Health,
Card/Board Games, Reading, Food, Art, Day Tripping, Mitzvahs, Night-Out, and Family
Time. We also included a comment section to get your feedback. The result of the surveys
was:

Note, a Chavurah leader is not one that has all
the answers, but one that has all the right questions.
